Dear Parents,

After such a fantastic first term in Year 5, where the children have shown their amazing enthusiasm for learning and desire for knowledge, I am very much looking forward to this next term.

A few dates for your diaries are the Into Film trip on Friday 14th November (please see Parent Pay)  and Decorations Morning Friday 5th December. If you would like to come in and help, please let me know. We also have an exciting opportunity for the children to visit The National Space Centre on Monday 24th November, to complement their learning in Science. Please see the separate letter that I have sent out for this last term on Class Dojo. 
In PE the children will be doing Handball on a Wednesday with Miss Britton and Football with me on a Thursday with me. Please ensure PE T- shirts, shorts and plimsolls are in school for these lessons. It would also be useful for the children to have their outdoor PE kit in school for any opportunities that may arise in the term. Wellies will be needed this term should your child wish to play on the field and please could I remind you that it is essential that coats are worn at this time of year.

As before, homework will be set on a Friday and must be completed by the following Friday

Each week children will be set some compulsory homework tasks. These will be to practise each day on Spelling Frame and on TT Rockstars. Reading is also expected to be completed and recorded on the Boom Read App/website 5x per week. Children are expected to comment on the book they are reading. Once they have finished their reading book, free readers should write a book review about it. A Mymaths task will also be set each week as a revision task of the learning from that week. There will also be some Picture News homework which is not compulsory, however the children will receive an extra Dojo point if completed. These are in place to deepen the children’s learning from the week. 

A few reminders; to bring in a freshly filled, named water bottle every day and please put your child’s name in ALL items of clothing so I can place it in their drawer if it is left behind at the end of the day.

FRENCH: This term the children will be continuing their French lessons with Mrs Briggs. The focus will be on using vocabulary based around what things they have.





ENGLISH: In Year 5 we will continue to read independently and during a daily whole class guided reading session. We will listen and respond to a range of texts with our focus book being A Boy Called Christmas by Matt Haige. 





Our writing will continue to follow the ‘Talk for Writing’ process starting with a non- fiction unit based on writing a newspaper article. Narrative writing will focus on a warning tale and our second  non-fiction work will focus on an persuasive text. 





Spelling and grammar sessions will be timetabled weekly with elements coming through our daily work.





ART & DESIGN TECHNOLOGY: 


This term we are going to be joining up with the Year 6 class to focus on the Electrical Systems: Steady hand game unit. Here the children will research and analyse a range of children’s toys, design a steady hand game, construct a stable base and assemble electronics and build their game. 





Autumn Term 2





Where do our clothes come from? 





RE: This term our question is, ‘Was Jesus the messiah?’ The children will learn that Jesus was Jewish and that Christians believe that he is God in the flesh. They will think about how Christians also believe that his life and death were part of a longer plan by God to restore the relationship between humans and God. They will also look at some texts from the old testament and how it mentions the recuer or anointed one. They will consider why Christians believe that Jesus fulfilled these expectations, which made him the messiah. 





Geography: 


This term in Geography, our enquiry question is, ‘Where do our clothes come from?’ In this, the children will learn about where most of our clothes are made, the environmental impacts of manufacturing clothes and how fashion could be more sustainable. They will also learn about what fast fashion is and the human impact of this. 








MATHS: To begin the term we will continue learning about addition and subtraction. Here the children will look at written methods, multistep problems, rounding, missing numbers. Following on from this we will learn to recognise multiples, factors, square, cube and prime numbers. Then moving on to be able to multiply and divide by 10, 100 and 1,000. Please encourage your child to continue to use TTRock Stars to practice the times table up to 12x each week.








COMPUTING: 


Learners will learn how to create short videos by working in pairs or groups. As they progress through this unit, they will be exposed to topic-based language and develop the skills of capturing, editing, and manipulating video.





SCIENCE: SCIENCE: This term’s topic is Earth and Space. Here we will learn how to describe the Sun, Earth and Moon as approximately spherical bodies; describe the movement of the Earth, and other planets, relative to the Sun in the solar system; use the idea of the Earth's rotation to explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky; describe the movement of the Moon relative to the Earth.





MUSIC: This term, the children will be focusing on composition and notation with a theme of Ancient Egypt. The lessons in this unit include Here the Egyptians, Hieroglyphic Score, Play like an Egyptian, Pitch Pyramids, Egyptian farewell.








PE: Will be on Wednesday and Thursday each week. The focus this term is on handball and football. Please remember to bring a full outdoor PE kit in as the weather gets colder.
