FRENCH: Year 6 will continue to use the lessons from the Rachel Hawes French programme learning about school, teachers, dates and birthdays.





DESIGN TEHCNOLOGY : This term, to accompany our science unit we will be looking at games followed by designing and making a buzzer game.





COMPUTING: This term the children will learn about webpage creation. They will look at what makes a good website, web design and copyright. We will also ensure we are aware of the potential dangers associated with website links and how to stay safe.


 





SCIENCE: Electricity, In Year 6 the curriculum expands on the learning from Year 4 where the children will draw and construct a variety of circuits as well as plan and investigate voltage.





ENGLISH: In writing this term, Year 6 will be using the model text ‘Little Vixen’ to write a finding tale. Later, as we enter Advent, we will be using the most wonderful picture book ‘The Christmas Miracle of Johnathan Toomy’ as our stimulus. We will continue and complete the story of ‘Northern Lights’ as a whole class and spend time reading independently with me and in their Book Club groups. Daily lessons of Spelling suffixes and word families along with grammar relating to word classes will be taught daily with Spelling Frame homework set each Monday. Please also support your child with daily reading and the completion of comments on the Boom Reader app.








PERSONAL, SOCIAL, HEALTH & CITIZENSHIP: Jigsaw- Celebrating Difference. This unit asks question about being ‘normal’, power struggles and bullying and appreciating the difference we all have.





MATHS: A busy term ahead with multiplication, division, multi-step problems and reasoning, followed by equivalent fractions, comparing and ordering fractions, adding and subtraction simple and mixed number fractions. We will continue to practice each times table and have weekly TTRS practice on iPad and on paper. My Maths homework will be set every Monday and be, as much as possible, related to the learning that current week. Please do allow time to support your child with this.





PE: Will be on Monday and Wednesday each week. The focus this term Handball and Outdoor Adventurous Activities, led by Fiesta Football and Miss Britton.





HISTORY: The Roman Empire and its impact on Britain.


This unit of work looks to answer questions about Rome being a republic or an empire, What Britain learnt from the Roman army, weather or not the invasion was a good thing in the long run and if the Romans were Christians. I am sure this will be hugely enlightening through reading sources and finding evidence and looking at historical interpretations.





MUSIC: Mrs Breden will be teaching music to the class this term and will be listening to and learning about music from World War 1 and 2. This will include learning about they different styles of songs and the reasons behind the music.
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RE: This unit of RE looks at how different religions help people through good and difficult times. It considers the role of communities and how historical figures have shown resilience and faith during hard times in their lives. It also looks at the religious leaders who can provide guidance to people of different faiths.
