Year 4 Curriculum Overview - Autumn Term 2 – 2025/2026 🎒✨
Religious Education (RE) ✝️📖
This term, we will be exploring Sikhism and learning about what it means to be a Sikh in Britain today. The children will find out about the key values and beliefs of the Sikh faith, such as equality, service to others, and honesty. We will also explore how these teachings influence the lives of Sikhs in modern society. Through stories, discussions, and creative activities, pupils will develop respect and understanding for different ways of life and belief systems.
English ✍️📚
In English this term, we will be writing two senses poems inspired by Bonfire Night and Remembrance Day. The children will explore the use of onomatopoeia to create vivid imagery and bring their writing to life. Our guided reading sessions will focus on The Christmasaurus by Tom Fletcher, where pupils will develop their comprehension skills, discuss key themes, and deepen their understanding of character and setting. Later in the term, we will be studying the structure of a Finding Tale through the Talk for Writing approach. Children will learn to identify key features of this story type and then plan, innovate, and write their own imaginative versions. Weekly spelling and grammar lessons will continue, with key concepts also reinforced through our day-to-day English activities.
Maths ➕➖
In Maths, we will begin by completing our work on Addition and Subtraction, applying formal written methods to solve increasingly complex problems. We will then move on to learning all about Area – counting squares to find the area of different shapes, creating our own shapes with given areas, and comparing the areas of a range of rectangles and compound shapes. Towards the end of the term, we will develop our understanding of Multiplication and Division. Pupils will explore formal written methods, investigate the relationship between these operations, and consolidate their knowledge of times tables to support fluency and accuracy in calculations. To support fluency, the children will also take part in daily times tables practice and weekly checks.
Science 🔬🌱
This term, our Science topic is States of Matter. The children will develop their understanding of the properties and changes of solids, liquids, and gases. They will explore how materials can change state through heating and cooling, and will carry out a range of hands-on experiments to observe these changes in action — including investigations into how water changes from solid to liquid to gas. This topic encourages observation, prediction, and careful recording of results.
Design Technology 🎨📖
This term, our Design and Technology unit focuses on Food and Nutrition. We will begin by exploring different types of biscuits, looking closely at their recipes, ingredients, and packaging. The children will have the opportunity to evaluate existing products, discuss what makes them appealing, and then design and develop their own biscuit recipe. We hope to put our ideas into practice by making and tasting our creations, while also learning about food hygiene and safety in the kitchen.
French 🇫🇷🗣️
This term, our focus will be on developing the children’s spoken French. We will begin by exploring French phonics to help with accurate pronunciation and listening skills. Alongside this, the children will learn some key introductory words and everyday phrases to build their confidence in using the language.
PE 🤾‍♀️💃
PE will take place every Tuesday and Wednesday this term. Our focus will be on developing skills in football and handball. The children will work on teamwork, coordination, and movement, while building confidence in both competitive and creative physical activities.
Personal, Social, Health & Citizenship (PSHCE) 🌍💙
In Jigsaw this term, we will be focusing on the unit “Celebrating Difference.” The children will explore how everyone is unique and learn to value and respect the differences in others. Through discussion, reflection, and creative activities, pupils will develop their understanding of diversity, kindness, and empathy, building a positive sense of self and community.
Geography – The Seven Wonders of the World 🛡️🏺
In Geography, we will be learning all about the Seven Wonders of the World with Mrs Briggs. The children will develop their map skills and research skills as they explore the locations, history, and significance of these incredible landmarks. They will discover what makes each place unique and understand why they are celebrated as some of the most extraordinary sights on Earth.
Computing 💻🌐
In Computing this term, we will be learning the basics of coding using Turtle Logo. The children will explore how to give precise instructions and use simple commands to create patterns and shapes on screen. This unit will help them develop logical thinking and problem-solving skills as they begin their journey into computer programming.
Music 🎸🎶
The children will continue to learn how to play the ukulele with Music Maggie, building on the skills they have already developed. They will practise strumming, rhythm, and playing simple chords, as well as learning to perform together as a group. The term will culminate in preparations for a special Christmas performance, where the children will showcase their progress and musical confidence.
