I would first like to say Happy New Year to you all, and I hope you have all had a restful break. As we move into 2026, I am looking forward to watching the children continue to flourish. Here are a few reminders of what is happening in Year 3. 
PE kit
PE will continue to be on Tuesday and Thursday afternoons, with sessions being led by Miss Britton and the Fiesta Football team. Please can I remind you that children need to be arriving at school dressed in the appropriate PE on these days, with suitable footwear for the winter weather.
Homework 
· MyMaths: The homework will be set on Fridays to be completed and submitted by the following Friday. The tasks will be closely linked to the work done in class, and children should try to independently complete these.

· Boom Reader: Reading is expected to be completed and recorded on the Boom Read App/website (Go Read) at least 3x per week. Children will read to an adult in school as many times as possible during the term. 

· Spelling Frame: Spellings will continue to be taught in school and children will then also be given weekly spellings to practise, learn and test themselves - using Spelling Frame. A new spelling list will be released onto your child’s account every Monday and they will have a week to complete at least 2 tests as well as any of the games they wish to play. 

· TTRS: Times tables are now a crucial part of the KS2 journey and practicing them daily is the best way to progress. TTRS will now be used for individual weekly checks and challenges for the children, which will be completed in school. Practicing at home is essential, so please continue to encourage the children to access the site for at least 10 minutes a day at home. 
Items in school

Please ensure the children have a warm coat and suitable footwear to be outside in the coming weeks. Although we are seeing lighter mornings, the weather is still unpredictable and cold.

Also, children have the option to bring in a few items of stationery (writing pens, pencils, ruler, rubber and pencil sharpener), however all these items are available in class for the children to use. Any colouring pens can be kept in their lockers and trays and used when an activity requires them. 

We ask that other items from home (toys, teddies, jewellery, fidgets, accessories) are kept at home unless first discussed with Miss Ward, Mr Clark or Mrs Roddy. This is to ensure that personal items that are important to the children are not lost or broken. I appreciate your continued cooperation and support on this matter.

ENGLISH: In Year 3 we will aim to read every day during a timetabled guided reading session. We will also listen and respond to a range of class books, including finishing off our adventure tale; The Abominables. Our non-fiction writing topic will focus on explanation texts, featuring the Talk For Writing framework. Our fiction writing will be based on the book ‘The Mouse and the Lion’, a tale that focusses on change. We will ensure our writing continues to use the punctuation and word types from the start of the year. To support our writing, we will be undertaking handwriting practice and spelling work. Spelling Frame will continue to be used for spelling practice.








Spring Term 1


Ancient Egyptian civilisations





PE: On Tuesdays and Thursday afternoons the children will be doing PE with Miss Britton. Please ensure the children have suitable footwear, as weather permitting PE lessons will be taking place outside. 

















MUSIC: This term the children will be developing their rhythm and pace by exploring Pentatonic melodies and compositions. With this, we will be focussing on the theme of Chinese New Year, learning how music is used in celebrations.





FRENCH: This term the children will be building on their knowledge of French greetings, verb phrases and basic understandings of the French language. We will be moving on to expressing feelings, days of the week and counting up to 10. We will also be focussing on verbal fluency when having small discussions.





ART: Art this term will have a focus on working in three dimensions. We will be exploring how to tell stories through mediums of art, particularly through drawing and painting. The children will conduct research into modern artists and use this to design their own three-dimensional artwork.














SCIENCE: 


This term we will be exploring more of our Chemistry topics. First the children will be learning about fossils, specifically how they are formed. Then we will be moving onto looking at soils. We will be exploring the different types of soil and the importance of it, before moving onto investigating the types of soil in our local area.





MATHS: 


Our next topic will be building on from our previous Multiplication and Division work, where the children learnt how to multiply and divide by 2s, 3s, 4s, 5s, and 8s. We will be applying this knowledge when working out worded problems, as well as showing the children how to use written methods for multiplying and dividing larger numbers. 


The MyMaths homework will continue to mirror the learning that takes place in class. Tasks will be allocated each week and will aim to consolidate and cement prior learning.


TTRS is still ongoing, with children working through targeted booklets daily. 





RE: For the start of the term, we will be continuing to look at the Deeper Meaning of Festivals topic, focussing on the different religious celebrations and the importance of them. We will then be moving on to look at Hinduism and specifically what it means to be a Hindu in Britian today. The children will be looking at the religious traditions and practises of the Hindu faith, exploring the significance of it today.





HISTORY: This term we will be learning about the Ancient Egyptians and the early civilisations. The children will look at what the early civilisation and settlements were like, the religions and beliefs of the Ancient Egyptians, as well as looking at the River Nile and considering its usefulness today.





PSHE: We will continue to follow the Jigsaw scheme for our PHSE lessons. We will start with the topic of Dreams and Goals.
