Welcome back to the Spring term. I hope you all had a lovely Christmas break and enjoyed time with your families. We would like to thank you all again for the kind and generous gifts we received at the end of last term. It was very thoughtful of you all. 

In our learning this term, we will be exploring Winter and Ice. We will continue to follow our nature study themes which will cover weather, winter trees, ice and hibernation and look at communities living in other climates. We will also be looking at the changing seasons and how ice is created and melted as part of our understanding of the world.

In reading and writing, we will continue with our phonics programme (Read Write Inc). We will continue to revise our set 1 sounds, ensuring we can recognise them, form them and use them in our reading. We will also be revising our number formation and start Fred spelling, giving the children our Read Write Inc strategies to spell and write words and captions. Once your child is confident to blend they will receive a blending book then when they know all the Set 1 sounds they will receive a Read Write Inc ditty sheet and then book. Please continue to support your child with whichever reading book/sheet they are accessing. These books will be changed weekly, please read the book more than once and ask questions to support their understanding. Reading of these books and stories shared at home can be logged on our reading app Boom Reader. Can I ask that the book is not ‘completed’ each time you read it and just the final page number put in. This way we can keep a log of all the reads against each book rather than re-opening it. The children will also continue to choose a book to share which can be enjoyed at home at bedtime or anytime. I hope you are enjoying reading, sharing and talking about these books. As part of our talk for writing we will be learning a shortened version of the story of ‘One Snowy night’ and looking at various fiction and non-fiction books linked to winter, polar animals and the polar areas.

In maths this term we will be continuing our work on the numbers 0-5 looking at their representations, learning one more and one less, subitising amounts (recognising a number without counting) and the composition of these numbers. We will also be exploring mass, capacity, length and height. The children will then be looking closer at the numbers 6, 7 and 8 and delving into finding and making doubles. 

We will be continuing to use our outside area in all weathers in our wellies and waterproof trousers. Please could the children’s hoodies, tracksuit bottoms, plimsolls and waterproof coats return to school as spares for colder and wet weather. If you also have a spare hat, gloves and scarf that can stay at school we would also be grateful if they could be brought in. Please can you ensure all extra clothes and school uniform are clearly named to ensure they return to their owners. 

Please continue to keep an eye on class dojo for our daily updates and key dates and information from other members of the school community.
