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MATHS: This term, we are moving on to look at Fractions. We will be using the White Rose Maths scheme to break down the learning for the children, allowing them to gradually build on previous learning about unit and non-unit fractions, fractions on a number line, equivalent fractions, and ordering fractions. 
Towards the end of the term, the children will be focussing on Mass and Capacity. We will be looking at mass in grams and kilograms, as well as capacity in millilitres and litres. There will opportunities for children to apply their learning in hands on activities by using scales, measuring beakers and other resources. 
TTRS are ongoing timetabled sessions that run alongside our Maths lessons, as well as practice at home.
SCIENCE: This term we are exploring the biology topic of Plants. The children will be spending time outdoors in our woodland area, learning about parts of plants, seed dispersal, the reproductive cycles of different plants, pollination processes, and water transportation systems within plants. 
The children will get to plant and nurture their own plant from seed, allowing them to apply their learnt knowledge in a practical way.

RE: This term we will be looking at the story and events of Pentecost, and what this means for Christians today. We will be exploring the different interpretations of Pentecost, what the Kingdom of God is, and how the Holy Spirit is shown in our daily lives. The children will be creating some artwork and drama to match the Bible stories.  
ART: 
Following on from our sculpting topic, this term the children will be working with cloth, thread and paint to create emotive artwork. They will be taking inspiration from the works of Hannah Rae and Alice Kettle.

HISTORY:
This term the children will be exploring the timeline of the Anglo-Saxons and the Scots. We will be comparing Anglo-Saxon life to that of the Scots and to our lives today. By virtually exploring the sight of Sutton Hoo, the children will use their historical enquiry skills to make judgements on Anglo-Saxon leadership, culture and influence on Britian today.
ENGLISH: This term we will be continuing to read daily, with our timetabled Guided Reading sessions. We are eager to finish our class book ‘The Boy Who Grew Dragons’, whilst exploring the VIPERS questions in class. Please continue to read daily with your children, engaging in a range of different fiction and non-fiction texts. 
Our poetry unit this term will focus on Limericks and the poetic features of this type of poem. We will also be exploring how to write and performing our own Limerick poems. 
The fiction unit for this term will be based on Pie Corbett’s Talk for Writing scheme. The children will be exploring a Journey Tale called ‘Journey to the Jungle’. 
We will be continuing to do weekly spellings as well as specific grammar and punctuation lessons. 
FRENCH: The children will be continuing to make progress in their spoken and written language. We will be building on previous French phonics knowledge by exploring elements of everyday spoken French. We will continue to use the Rachel Hawes scheme to aid our progression, as well as songs, chants and conversational techniques. 
MUSIC: This term our music focus is Pentatonic melodies. The children will have the opportunities to compose their own music inspired by Chinese New Year celebrations and tradition Chinese notes. They will be performing their work in class to their peers and staff. 
PE: Our PE days this term are Tuesday and Thursday. We will be using both the hall and the outdoor spaces for our PE lessons. The children will be learning the fundamentals of playing tennis, including how to hold a racket correctly and the different ways of returning the ball. 
Tag rugby will be taught alongside this, with children exploring the importance of teamwork and sportsmanship during games.
Both outdoor kit (trainers, joggers, hoodies and red socks) and indoor kit (shorts, PE tops and shoes) will be needed.

PSHE: We are continuing to use the Jigsaw scheme, with a focus this term on Relationships and Friendships. We will explore the connections and relationships that children have around them, looking at support systems, being a Global Citizen and how to keep themselves safe when interacting with others.

· TTRS: Practicing at home is essential, so please continue to encourage the children to access the site for at least 10 minutes a day at home.
