Year 4 Curriculum Overview - Spring Term 1 – 2025/2026 🎒✨
Religious Education (RE) ✝️📖
This term, we will be learning about the promises and commitments people make as they grow up. We’ll think about the important steps we take on life’s journey and why these moments matter. Through stories, discussions, and fun activities, the children will explore how different people show commitment and reflect on the special promises they make in their own lives.
English ✍️📚
This term, we will be using the video story Evol from The Literacy Shed to help us learn about change tales. The children will explore the story using images, story maps, and shared discussions so they can understand how change happens to characters. They will then use these ideas to plan and write their own versions of a change tale. We will follow the Talk for Writing approach, which means the children will take part in activities such as hot seating, role play, and story mapping to help them learn the story, understand the characters, and build confidence in their writing.
Maths ➕➖
This term, we will be building our skills in Multiplication and Division, Length and Perimeter, and Fractions. Multiplication and Division:
The children will learn different ways to multiply and divide, including using times‑table facts, written methods, and problem‑solving. They will practise spotting patterns and choosing the best method to use. Length and Perimeter: We will measure in metres, centimetres, and millimetres, compare lengths, and calculate the perimeter of shapes. Pupils will use rulers and tape measures to solve real‑life measuring challenges. Fractions: The children will learn how to recognise and find unit and non‑unit fractions, understand fractions of shapes and amounts, and begin to explore equivalent fractions using practical resources and visual models.
Science 🔬🌱
This term, we will be learning all about sound. The children will explore how sounds are made, how they travel, and how we hear them. They will investigate vibrations, look at how sound can change in pitch (high and low) and volume (loud and quiet), and carry out fun experiments to see how sound moves through different materials. The children will also test how distance affects sound and use different instruments and everyday objects to discover how sounds can be changed. This topic encourages lots of hands‑on investigation, careful listening, and scientific thinking.
Art – Exploring Patterns 🎨✨
This term in Art, the children will be exploring patterns. They will look closely at patterns found in nature, everyday objects, and different cultures around the world. The children will learn how patterns are created using shapes, lines, colour, and repetition.
French 🇫🇷🗣️
This term, our focus will be on developing the children’s spoken French. We will begin by exploring French phonics to help with accurate pronunciation and listening skills. Alongside this, the children will learn some key introductory words and everyday phrases to build their confidence in using the language.
PE 🤾‍♀️💃
This term in PE, the children will be developing their skills in Gymnastics and Hockey. Gymnastics: The children will learn how to create shapes, balances, and movements with control. They will practise travelling in different ways, linking actions smoothly, and working safely on mats and apparatus. There will also be opportunities to work with partners and small groups to build simple routines. Hockey: The children will learn how to hold and use a hockey stick safely, practise dribbling, passing, and stopping the ball, and develop their teamwork and spatial awareness. As their skills improve, they will take part in small‑sided games to apply what they’ve learned in a fun and active way.
Personal, Social, Health & Citizenship (PSHCE) 🌍💙
This term in Jigsaw, we will be learning all about Dreams and Goals. The children will think about the things they want to achieve, both now and in the future. They will explore what helps them succeed, how to stay motivated, and how to overcome challenges when things feel tricky.
History – The Ancient Greeks 🏺⚔️
This term, we will be learning all about the Ancient Greeks. The children will explore who the Ancient Greeks were, how they lived, and why they are still important today. They will learn about Greek gods and goddesses, daily life, the Olympics, famous myths, and the impact of Greek ideas on modern life. The children will use a range of sources, including pictures, stories, and artefacts, to ask questions and discover what life was like in Ancient Greece. They will also compare life then to life now and think about how Greek inventions and ideas have shaped the world we live in.
Computing 💻🌐
This term in Computing, the children will be learning all about data logging. They will explore what data is and how we can use digital devices to collect information. The children will learn how sensors can measure things like sound, light, and temperature, and they will practise using simple data‑logging tools to gather real information.
